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Antarctic Record was firstly published in 1957 as an irregular publication. Since March
1986, Antarctic Record has been published regularly three times a year (March, July,
November), and the volume number has been newly denoted as Vol. 30, No. 1. This issue
corresponds to No. 88 of the previous serial number. Vol. 59, No. 3 (November 2015) is
the last volume of Antarctic Record as a printed material. Since January 2016, Antarctic

Record is only published online (online-first publishing) as Vol. 60, the issue number has
been abolished.
