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Automatic Weather Stations (AWS) in the Antarctica provide important weather data especially in inland
of the Antarctica. Japanese Antarctic Research Expedition (JARE) has been operating AWS both of ARGOS
system and CMOS type. The archived data is almost 20-years long. Inland AWS sites available in the present
study are Dome F, Relay Station, Mizuho and JASE2007. Chinese Antarctic Expedition (CHINARE) set an
inland AWS, Panda-south, near Dome A. This study introduces trends, recent fluctuation and significant events

around Dome Fuji area.
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
