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Isotope Analysis of Precipitation in the Mountainous Regions of Eastern Siberia,

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The isotope observations of precipitation in the east Siberian Oymyakon in the Northern Pole of Cold and the surrounding
mountainous regions were carried out as a part of the observation concerning the IPY project entitled "Glaciological research
in Suntar-Khayata Range, East Siberia, Russia, for International Polar Year". Simple precipitation gauges with a 45-mm funnel
were installed in August, 2004, and were collected in September, 2005. The result of our observation shows that the d-excess
in the flat of Oymyakon area is small in comparison with that in the slope in the Suntar-Khayata Range, and a tendency

between these regions is different.
